During this time, we will be 
learning SQL and Power BI and begin automating key data processes. These modern tools will help us deliver insights faster, 
reduce manual work, and better support the college’s growing needs.

¶ Ongoing projects in our Research Agenda and mandated reports will continue as planned.
