Extension of Pause on Ad Hoc Requests

Earlier this year the Institutional Research (IR) Team
announced a temporary pause on all ad hoc requests
until June 30, 2025, to allow for a transition to new
data tools including SQL and Power BI.

To support emerging institutional priorities, our team
is currently dedicating resources to the Developing
Hispanic Serving Institutions (Title V, Part A) Grant
application, due July 3, 2025. As a result, the transition
to our new tools is temporarily on hold.

To ensure adequate time for this transition, the pause
on ad hoc requests is now extended through July 31,
2025. Any new requests submitted before then will be
added to our queue and reviewed in August 2025.

Districtwide Dashboard to Replace Mesa’s Enroliment
Dashboard

Beginning Monday, June 23, 2025 the SDCCD Enrollment
Dashboard will serve as the primary source for
enrollment management data across the district.

As a part of this transition, Mesa’s Enrollment Daily
Dashboard will be retired and removed from Mesa’s
dashboard webpage.

This change reduces duplication of work, minimizes data
discrepancies, improves comparability, and streamlines
the user experience with a single access point.
