Unfortunately, petitions citing these circumstances cannot be
taken into consideration. If you do have exceptional circumstances, please describe these in detail in your statement and attach all
documents that support your circumstances.

worker, minister, therapist, or other individual who can confirm the unusual or extenuating circumstances. The statements
should include the following:
